	CHELTENHAM ARCHERS CLUB BEGINNERS COURSE POLICY FOR JUNIORS (AND VULNERABLE ADULTS)

The Club welcomes juniors (any person between the age of 10 and 18 years) to participate in beginner’s courses and as members of the Club subject to the terms and conditions given below.  Children under 10 are not accepted onto Beginners Courses.


The Club will endeavour if it is possible and is within the best of their powers and abilities accommodate the needs of vulnerable adults. 

 A consent form must be signed by the parent/guardian for all Juniors.  Without such safeguards the Club must refuse to have any dealings with the individual.  Notwithstanding the above ‘consent’ the Club accepts no ‘responsibility of care’ for any individual and the following rules or conditions shall apply.

· All juniors under 16 years of age must have a parent or guardian present at all times when a junior attends the Club and they shall remain responsible for behaviour of their charge and supervising their general welfare.

· 'The Club will only be responsible for the instruction and supervision of activities directly related to the archery activities.-'

· It may be acceptable to the Club for a parent/guardian to nominate another adult to be responsible for the junior in their stead.  Such nomination must be given to the Club in writing, signed by both the parent/guardian and the nominee.

· The Club will not permit juniors less than 16 years of age to be brought to the Club and left unattended by their parent/guardian.

· No photographs may be taken of any child or vulnerable adult, either by their parent/guardian or by others without prior approval being sought from the Club.

· Juniors over 16 years of age may be unaccompanied at the Club (provided that parental consent has been given in writing) and will be treated in most respects as an adult; bearing in mind that their welfare is still paramount under the terms of the Act(s) and guidelines.

· Vulnerable adults will be treated in accordance with Archery GB policies see www.archerygb.org
